Club Match Play Championships
2009 CLUB MATCH PLAY CHAMPIONSHIP 
MATCH PLAY FORMAT
1. The Club Championship Match Play Tournament will be a single elimination tournament. Winners advance and losers are eliminated.  
2. A Match is won by the side which is leading by a number of holes greater than the number of holes remaining.
3. Each member will play an opponent in their respective flight. All Flights will play a “handicap” match. The match handicap allowance will be determined by taking the total handicap difference between the two players handicaps. (Ex. If player 1 has a 20 handicap and player 2 has a 22 handicap, player 2 gets 2 strokes in match) 
4. The two players can play at ANY “mutually agreed upon” golf course or matches can be played as part of our club golf schedule. If no course can be agreed upon, Ramblewood Country Club will be the prevailing course.
5. In the event of a tie after 18 holes, the players will play extra holes immediately until a winner emerges.
6. The two players will have thirty (30) days to complete their match.  A player who cannot complete their round within the thirty day period will be subject to disqualification based on a tournament committee ruling.
